Another Brief message 

Britain is a nation from many European cultures and peoples, Celts, Romans, Angles, Saxons and Scandinavians. The first parts of Windsor Castle built (1070) by William the Conqueror a roman General that brought in the Crown of England united these peoples.  

Parliament   
Is a French word parler meaning to talk. The parliament of Britain consists of two houses the upper house (the House of Lords) and the lower house (the House of Commons) which was properly formed in the 15th century. The House of Lords being the first as meeting of the nobles by name in 1236 was a decision body. The House of Commons created later for the communities represented the people. 

The Act of the Union in 1707 brought Scotland into the Houses making it Great Britain. 

The system

· Democracy is from two Greek words meaning, demos: people, and kratein: to rule. The British democracy though with a throne has the upper house and lower house in their parliamentary system where the Lower House for the people has the public view and the public power. The House of Lords still have the decision that calls for the thrones endorsement. 

· A decision from the views of the House of Commons that has a wider position than the commons of society is deliberated further by the House of Lords. The decisions agreed upon are returned to the House of Commons to give to the people.  

The Butler Act: Rob Butler (Minister of Education in 1944) Reformed the Educational system that became the Butler Act.

In the UK the throne is prolonging cultures by giving them warrantee when they are tested as On Her Majesty’s Service.

Nigeria from Britain

Nigeria needs four arms of government the forth being the weakest, the council of chiefs for decisions that may affect the system or the people. This will be like the House of Lords but with decisions that are reviews of the House of Reps and Senate that have to do with the fundamentals of the cultures or Traditions of Nigeria. 
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The problem

A detailed message 

For the benefit of mankind, the Nigerian context in question as the most populous Black Nation is important.  It is clear that Nigeria's problems in contrast with the occident are not fully utilized.  For instance the Academic and Democratic plan of the western world is made to suit their intellectual life; the study calendar is adjusted to the student and lecturer's time.  But, the Black people’s problem is inside and outside the mind.  Light and Darkness in the mind.

We lost five hundred years in colonization (or slavery) we never won our independence as the US of A did, though theirs was the ruling class fighting the throne; the British fighting themselves either to be under the throne or on their own. Right from the origin of history all growing people adapt form their environments they get their orientation from around them and organized these into their way of doing things; this was what we lost in the period of colonialism. -that we are not under the cause of colonialism that involved us in the fallen, 

-that we are what we are, the mind with soul, 

-that we do not belong to the devil, 
-that we were not born from adultery between Lucifer and Eve,
-that we have a brilliant system and all systems interact for every societies change.

From the Egyptian to the present every system has always gone to its past and its environment and the systems before it, to learn, adopt and enquire about the rise and fall of that system. Nigerians have neglected themselves, the period they came from, and the system they ran for, the system of their colonial masters that is almost collapsing. This has nothing against religion which is stable. The politician can not call those before and after them to help them sort and solve the countries problems because the traditional rulers’ ancestors sold their rights to the colonial masters. Yet they have the key to solving the country’s values.

The system before the colonial masters 

· The Africans embarked on subsistence farming with generations of kingdoms in the trans-Saharan trade. These kingdoms practiced a system where their society and the throne operated on grounds of culture. 

· The Egyptians known as the first rulers had an established system that brought in all science etc.

Colonialism brought disunity; the only good thing the colonial masters brought was Christ.

The presents 

Africa now practices the colonial masters system, neglecting their own, which they should have done like in the time of old where they organized the system as it changed in the Egyptian era for over 3,500 years. Other kingdoms in Africa also changed in this respect. But for now, the system is different the Africans are a bomb testing ground for the super powers.

How did the occident do it?

In Iceland in 930 AD the first general assembly was recorded. Africa’s biggest problem is that we do not record most of our data.

The method 

Keep the chiefs and their oracles busy by involving them and the system. This will cause them to see truth and change to the truth. 

The balance  
The chiefs and the politicians have to agree to solve the problem of Nigeria and Africa as a whole.

Traditional rulers

· They are people who run the culture of our system at the village level.

Religion is the faith of people in a thing.

Nigeria and Africa

Nigeria holds all the African envisages, the problem we have is that we are not organized .

Being organized 

The key problems in Nigeria and Africa are punctuality, organization (a management problem) and values that affect the people; though they live by values that please the colonial masters.

Women: women as the only formation with a ministry should rid their house of prostitutes, before thinking of contesting with their male folk. This is the key problem with women who bring up the children that will eventually grow up to be men and women and build their various sectors of society. So, if the women look at the repair and development of society they will be building a better future for themselves and the rest of Africa and Mankind. After which women can look for their own position in the society rather than where the male folks belong. Women belong to children-care, maintenance, repair or reconstruction of events with their male folk and not direct leadership of men - but, to help the males do better. The traditional woman of Africa plays her role in the village as a woman, but in the cities the women do the reverse. This is women in men’s clothing.

Education: the professors in the universities should go to secondary schools and look for the students that are interested in their university, and watch them through; Basic School (Primary to Secondary), Advance School (Secondary to University). This will stop examination malpractices. For unemployment, the youth corpers should be given enough experience by having them posted to many companies; companies should be asked to help the corpers etc. with their experience to increase their employment profile. That is the only way to help the youth. We have this on our website as omniversity with two universities, one of experience and the other on materialism; this omniversity functions for experience or as a profile enhancer and a mind builder. That is, while the student is in year two or wherever his/ her profile begins to grow, giving the person over 7 years experience so the person can fit into any system internationally. If it is possible the experience can start from senior secondary knowing the line of the child’s interests. Again, the lectures can be recorded using webcam as a video into a CD and given to students after lectures as an addition to their notes. Parents should not impose their decisions over children, they should allow God tell the children what to be; Christ told his parents he must do what God wants him to do.

Property: houses should be belt and given to the masses who will pay a small amount of money monthly or weekly until they own it. This is what the FCT should have done before demolition. LAGOS is an abbreviation of a place purchased by the colonial masters meaning Lets All Go Over Sea, though most Nigerians will disagree that the colonial masters have no influence over there – the movement of the capital of Nigeria removed a large part of their influence on Nigeria. The FCT (Federal Capital Territory) was made to reduce the congestion of traffic in LAGOS and accommodate Nigerians to the plan designed, if the plan was not followed properly then the FCT is to blame and not those suffering for misplaced properties; those people should have been moved to houses built by the FCT. People moving into Abuja is a blessing for quick development of the satellite towns, and not the reverse.  

Poverty: to eradicate poverty the government should ask people what they do and the government should be willing to give people the right amount of money necessary for the skill to thrive. This money should be monitored until the person is stable. This money should be given to all Nigerian’s and not a selected few. This process should be done regularly; when students leave school. Preferably this should be run by an NGO. Due Process should be by skill not factory price, if not nothing works.

Health: to eradicate diseases in the country we have to eradicate diseases in the whole continent if not the diseases will find their way back, and this process must be continuous, tri-yearly etc. We should industrialise and mechanise our traditional medicines and also export them; research in treatment of new diseases by traditional doctors on diseases is 100% to the almost 0% of the orthodox doctors. Prevention is better than cure is the slogan but, the practice in government is the reverse in assisting the supply of preventive drugs to new diseases; the masses see this and are annoyed. 

Aviation: every minister running a ministry should be studied to that field. The booking of a plane should be by weight matching of the left side and right side; someone on wing 1A that is heavy should be matched on the opposite wing 1B with the same weight, if passengers are on cue it is the man bookings job to match the weight by placing the order of passengers in a cue according to the weight he sees and not according to the cueing. The safety measures should be checked regularly; the gas masks and the parachutes should be checked regularly, passenger instructions and guidance should be regular that is - as the plane is checked before flight. Maintenance should be regular as the planes land. We should upgrade the control tower instruments and airplane instruments, regularly. We should also upgrade our services, maintenance and invent better aircrafts meant for Africa. The presidency is not the only arm that should have a plane, all arms of government should have a plane for efficiency.

Commissions: NFA and Sports Commission should involve Fans with Sports Business like shares to enrich Nigerians. NPC should not be for census alone but to solve population problems. INEC should conduct all referenda in various sectors of government. INEC Chairmen should be selected by all the Political Parties and not the Excellencies. The Fingerprint/ Internet System (AFIS) is voting by finger print biometrics machine that is sent automatically via internet to the servers in the local government, state government, federal government and three or four servers in Europe, the data on all the systems are matched by the super computer in the Ministry of Defense in Nigeria and the super computer in Europe to see if the elections were rigged in what so ever polling station from the laptop sending the data via GSM network. Democracy unknowingly by people in electing their leaders and putting all their trust in them is like carving gods. People have to have their own way, mankind is free because no two people are alike and it is this difference that is your spirit name. True freedom is the liberation from your leaders imposed idea, without the leader’s concept being imposed or enforced on the public by means of money or force, which is the system. Commissions should aid people, so they don’t misuse the equipments given them. One party or multiple parties is Africa's style, anything short of that causes problems; if the parties are to the regions it causes factions.
Military: keep them busy; they obey orders and should be brought in to cleanup or fix what is corrupt, like PHCN (NEPA before), NDDC etc. all countries in the world that solved their problems did this. Traditional Caps should be brought into the Nigerian UN etc. force like France and India.

Centralization: the problem is not decentralization of the federal government but, de-state-centralization of the states over their local governments and decentralization of the local government over the village heads. The Chiefs should be the last arm or fourth arm of government. The federal government should be more involved within the states and local government. Another problem is the qualification of those who sit in office, the army uses very well studied people but civilians’ don’t. The more knowledge the higher the office. The colonial masters left the highest educated at the time to run the country; their system runs that way, Britain, the USA etc. have debates to prove the qualification of a candidates experience in running the country. In Nigeria, the debates etc. depend on the sitting president.

State creation: States and local governments should be created based on the similarity of the people and not border lines of large communities with addition of the smaller people as a merger because their say is irrelevant due to their size or communities that are all small leaving near each other. It is wrong to pin a people to Ideals of the leaders in the federal or state level but, it is right to go to the people and do what they ask because that is true democracy. This people might have old battle lines for farm land or something else. Democracy is for the people and by the people. The Gubernatorial aspirant from the northern and central zones of Cross River should thank God that they were not Governors when Bakassi was taken; same with the Presidential aspirants from the North that this happened in the time of a southern President. The more states, the more development and aid in that region; the Niger-delta is list developed because, of the swampy and rain forest nature that demands more division of area per situation and not comparing it to the north of Nigeria in Sahel Savanna where the land per division is; it should not be because of population alone. Alhaji Shehu Shagari’s 48 States and Local Governments should be revisited; it is what the people want. It does not mean that leaders voted into any arm of government must have a collective decision over their people; certain issues have to be taken back to the people. That is good representation. Boundary adjustments are important.

Rotation: rotation is in our culture and we all know that traditional rulers, chiefs of all kind - emirs, sultans, village heads – are all rotated; we should put that in the system if we want fair governance. Though the minorities exist as a smaller language speaking people they have the most resources in food, drinks, solid minerals etc. the majority depends on them for these things. Solution to Africa’s political turmoil is allowing the people of the zone to pick the candidates they want for office then the remaining zones of the place vote to agree on who; this is like king-makers picking the king then…  

Skill: the Carnival should be with a Circus to give skilled Nigerians with skills from all over Nigeria that are fading an award as on Nigeria’s Presidents Service as I wrote earlier on for a Circus that the British do give awards on Her/ His Majesty’s Service to keep their skills alive. Nigeria is an Empire.  

Currency: coins and smaller denominations are fading out of circulation; if the Central Bank introduces the kobo to its smallest denomination on every priced good the currency will gain its value and the production system will have to create unit products again for the populace. Goods can be priced as thus, N10.99½K, the 99½K is the fixed value on every product, material or property this will keep the currency denominations in circulation and there by balance our economy. Banks should create a detailed written format on customer/ bank relationship. Bank transaction with other banks delayed for over 24 hours should be penalized with a fee.

Electricity: PHCN & the defunct NEPA should be reformed to compete with each other; initially the facilities and structure should be shared amongst them. The Federal Government should own properly the poles and wires, leaving the services for PHCN & NEPA. Others giving power into the grid can compete like the GSM is doing and the 234 (NITEL) is gaining. Power can be got from the Magma under the earth; the heat generated is high enough to run the country from two or three points drilled and sealed as the drilling bits go deeper into the earth, the ceramics used on space crafts nozzle prevents melting of the platinum etc. rod used to tap the heat to the generator. 

The negative wire should be larger than the positive wire, which would stop the transformers from crying, and have electricity steady. Like the test of electricity for the first time done in Manhattan, we should put all city cables under the ground. Gadget voltage should be regulated to a particular level; the national impact of collected devices shows the effect, small area collected devices do not show this effect.

Agriculture: the local needs or deeds of the people should be pulled into the economy mechanically, fish, crabs, lobsters, water snails etc. for those of the Niger Delta; rams, goats, cattle etc. and before ground-nut (peanut) for the north; bush meat etc. for the middle belt that can be made into bush meat farms; the others not indicated here are quite stable in the country. 

Water: Borehole should be with water tanks and pipes to homes to ease the people carrying containers about and causing traffic or encouraging crime. Building dams aids rain fall, electricity and irrigation but, without trees erosion occurs, because the soil is not thick or dark brown and the tree roots are not there to hold the soil. The more dams and trees the more we stop the Sahara desert’s encroachment (commission/ ministry) caused by falling trees and mountains for the pyramids. Water ways expanded, will only work if we have the machinery to feed it, motorized boats, pontoon bush planes, motorized or manual water walkers …

Machinery: the biggest problem with production and manufacturing is the fabrication of machines for production or manufacturing of any type of product to detail. We need machine makers, Blast-furnaces; steel complexes that fashion machines to accuracy of what the individual wants, not blacksmiths, welders, molders etc. that beat or weld or mould machines with lapses and definite design error of + or – 10 to 20. This is the key thing pulling the country down,  even on the internet you can not find details on most machines because the Europeans want to continue to give off finished goods, we only give the raw materials; we must be able to finish goods if we want to be relevant in the world’s economic control.   

Time: Time Zones per second in Nigeria should be introduced; if you know that from Garki to Maitama will cost you time and money you will value time lost. If the time difference per second between Garki and Maitama is 3 seconds, someone in Area 1 who is expecting his business partner from Maitama will know that his business partners watch is set 3 seconds behind him and will know that if the business partner says he is coming by 10.00am the business partner has to arrive at 10.00.00am at his own time, but on the business partners watch it is 9.59.57am so, if the business partner decides to keep his own time he will be 3 seconds late, that is 10.00.03am. Now, the time zones of the country can be divided into minutes per degree of the latitude (4º is 1 minute; or better still 1º is 15seconds) the idea of being punctual has never had to do with the keeping of the same time but different time zones as the zones are that is why countries that do well in punctuality have varied time zones and the people who make it in this places have to travel across these time zones. Trade or business varies across these zones so what you need now, will not be available on this time zone and you have to get it across another time zone.  This forces punctuality because you have to keep to the time of the place you’re going to or you may miss it or the person. The villagers are more time conscious when it comes to their produce; if you have an appointment with them on their farm they’ll be there before you. But the reverse is with the city people; you have to wait.

Leadership: Presidents in USA are mostly professors or retired generals; because they understand administration of office and authentication learnt from running their departments, you never finish school, there is always something to be learnt and certified - this seems to be the new trend. Excessive laws imprison and ruins. Leadership glitches caused migrations. A leader is supposed to allow and aid Ideas; the reverse is the crisis. Any group that can not lead well should be marginalized that is the best revolution, it worked before and other groups should always use it on a collected people by language that chooses to abuse or rub others. 
Chiefs’ councils should be constituted as upper house. Chiefs’ councils should review Government policies as it affects and effects the people before the Executives sign them into law.
